Inside the archaeological park, within a vast olive-grove, the
building constructed between the end of the 1st century B.C.
and the beginning of the 1st century A.D. in an excellent
panoramic location, situated on the extreme tip of the
Sirmione peninsula, is the most important example of a
high-class Roman villa in northern ltaly.

Immediately inside the entrance to the archaeological park
the Museum can be found, hosting objects brought to light
during the excavations carried out inside the villa, and in
archaeological works conducted both in Sirmione and other
Lake Garda locations.

Brescia City Center

Founded over 3,200 years ago, Brescia (formerly known
as Brixia) has been an important regional centre since
pre-Roman times. Its old town contains the best-preser-
ved Roman public buildings in northern Italy as well as
numerous monuments, including the Medieval castle, the
Old and New cathedrals, the Renaissance Piazza della
Loggia and the rationalist Piazza della Vittoria. The
monumental archaeological area of the Roman forum and
the monastic complex of San Salvatore-Santa Giulia have
become a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

Franciacorta Golf Club

Founded by baron Edoardo Pizzini Piomarta in 1927, the
Franciacorta Golf Club immediately distinguishes itself on
the Italian golfing scene. In 1984, the entrepreneur Vittorio
Moretti reaped the benefits of its legacy and prestige, by
transforming it into a modern golf course thanks to
architects Pete Dye and Marco Croze who created a
technically-demanding route while maintaining the
charm of the former Club.

Subsequently, the project evolved thanks to architect
Paolo Dabbeni, who increased the number of holes to 27,
developed the new clubhouse and who later added
tennis courts and swimming pools. Quality and beauty
have made it possible for the Franciacorta Golf Club to
host several national and international tournaments.
